


COMMUNITY SERVICE CREDIT

(Fairless High School Program of Studies for the 2010 – 2011 school year)

Community Service is at the heart of civic engagement and character education.  Fairless Local Schools offers an independent study credit for approved Community Service projects.  These projects must involve the components of research, training, planning, time committed to the service project and evaluation.  All projects must have a teacher of record and a project supervisor.  It is possible that the project may involve an approved community partner.  Students will be required to keep a portfolio of project attendance and a summary of work completed.  The portfolio must be approved in advance, reviewed, and signed on a regular basis, as the project proceeds.  Sixty (60) hours are required by the teacher of record for one half credit and one hundred twenty (120) hours is required for a full credit.

Approval of the project must follow the chain of command (i.e. teacher of record, Principal, Superintendent, School Board).  For this reason, advance planning, application, and approval is important.




PROJECT MORE 

(Fairless High School Program of Studies for the 2010 – 2011 school year)

COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This is a service learning project that involves high school students volunteering to work with kindergarten through fifth grade students at Fairless Elementary.  In this project students and teachers cooperate to mentor students who struggle with reading, resulting in service to the community.  High school students will benefit from this experience through personal development, academic achievement, career exploration, and good citizenship.  Service learning for high school credit focuses on real needs in the elementary in which services provided through high school students will support the learning goals of the elementary students and the Fairless Local School District.  High school students will engage in one-on-one tutoring, 3 to 5 times per week for 30 minutes sessions to earn credit.  This project is available for one quarter, one half, or one full credit depending on the nature of the individual service plan.

Prerequisite:  Maintain passing grades, Demonstrate good citizenship skills, and maintain good attendance.
