Community Service Project:
High school students will mentor elementary students through one-on-one tutoring sessions for at least 30 minutes 3 times per week.  High school students will follow research based Reading Tutor lesson plans designed for struggling readers (see attached sample).  High school students engage struggling elementary readers in activities to build phonemic awareness, comprehension, fluency, and vocabulary acquisition.  

High school students must submit an application for consideration as a mentor.  Those applications are reviewed by the high school administration.  Criteria for participation included attendance, behavior patterns, grades, and availability due to scheduling at the elementary.

Meet minimum of 30 hours contact time
