Project M.O.R.E. is a service-learning project that involves high school students volunteering to work with kindergarten through fifth grade students at Fairless Elementary.  In this project students and teachers cooperate to mentor students who struggle with reading, resulting in service to the community.  High school students will benefit from this experience through personal development, academic achievement, career exploration, and good citizenship.  Service learning for high school credit focuses on real needs in the elementary in which services provided by high school students will support the learning goals of the elementary students and the Fairless Local School District.  High school students will engage in one-on-one tutoring, 3 to 5 times per week for 30-minute sessions to earn credit.
