Proven Effective 

According to a continuing independent 

evaluation conducted by Bowling Green 

State Universityôs Center for Evaluation 

Services since 2000, Project MORE is 

significantly increasing reading levels of 

students with disabilities on both informal 

and standardized reading assessments.  

Multi -year results demonstrate that Project 

MORE students with disabilities and students 

receiving traditional Title I services made 

statistically significant reading gains in 

comparison to control groups of like students.
